Rules for U16 Kidney Cup   2011-12:

The Kidney Cup is an U16 knockout competition for second team players.
Competition Coordinator: Damien Philpott, PBC
Guidelines:

1. Schools to submit a Panel of eligible players to competition to co-ordinator by 8th December of relevant year.

2. No Under 15 players are eligible to play in this competition. When there is a difficulty with front row players, scrums must be uncontested.

3.  Each school must name 15 players from their Junior Cup panel who will not play in the Kidney Cup.

4. There must be a result on the day of each game, because of the restricted time frame of the competitions.

5.  If the match is drawn then the following criteria will be used to determine the team to advance as the winner in the following order:

a) Number of tries scored

b) First try scored

c) First to score

d) In the event of a 0-0 draw then a penalty shoot-out will take place from the 22 metre line.  Only players on the pitch at the end of extra time can participate. 3 kicks to each team, if still a draw, after 3 kicks, then there will be  sudden death. Each team will select  one player to take three kicks from the 22. Sudden death applies with different players selected to take one kick each.
